Leash/Tether

Crate

Gates

Close dog in another room

Meet tenant outside the apartment
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Protective Strategies

Long pants

Protective shoes

Nothing dangly or noisy

Hats & sunglasses off

Avoid sudden, broad movements

Stand behind a piece of furniture
Portable barriers - clipboard, laptop, book
