Formerly incarcerated people are almost 10
times more likely to be homeless than those
without incarceration histories.

Rates of homelessness are highest for:

- People who have been incarcerated more
than once

- People recently released from prison
- People of color and women

- Women are more likely to be homeless
than men, but men are more likely to be
unsheltered homeless



Homeless Definition

1. be an un-domiciled person

2. be a youth or young adult who left
foster care within the prior five years
and who was in foster care at or over
age 16, and who is without permanent
and stable housing

3. be an adult or young adult
reentering the community from
incarceration or juvenile justice
placement, who was released or
discharged, and who is without
permanent and stable housing

4. be a young adult between the ages
of 18 and 25 years of age without a
permanent residence.
