SIGNED INTO LAW BY PRESIDENT ANDREW
JACKSON ON MAY 28, 1830

MANY TRIBES REFUSED TO MOVE WHILE OTHERS DID
MOVE TO INDIAN TERRITORY WHICH IS PRESENT DAY
OKLAHOMA

IN 1831 THE CHEROKEE TOOK THEIR CASE TO THE
SUPREME COURT- WORCHESTER VS. GEORGIA

By 1838 AROUND 16,000 CHEROKEE REMAINED
ON THEIR LAND

7,000 US MILITARY TROOPS MOVED IN AND THE

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Dawes Act

Termination Policy- 1953

IN 1953 THE US GOVERNMENT ADOPTED THE POLICY
OF TERMINATION

FROM 1953 10 1964, 109 TRIBES WERE TERMINATED
AND AROUND 12,000 NATIVE AMERICANS LOST
TRIBAL STATUS

LAND WAS AGAIN SOLD TO NON-NATIVE PEOPLE
